Civil War Project

Rather than take a big test over the Civil War you are going to create a project that will illustrate what you have learned about the events of that time.  Use your History Notebook and your textbook (chapters 14, 15 and 16).  Below are the two options you have to create for the project.

1)  Civil War “Newspaper” (50 points)

Directions: Create a newspaper covering the development of the Civil War. Your newspaper must include information on: 
1. Differences between the North and South
2. Slavery 
· Perspectives on Slavery; the Underground Railroad
3. Compromises & Conflicts leading to the Civil War
· Missouri Compromise; Compromise of 1850; Dred Scott decision; secession
4. Major People, Battles & Events of the Civil War ( MUST use at least 3 of these)
· Lincoln, Grant, Sherman, Lee, nurses, African American soldiers; Ft. Sumter, Gettysburg, Antietam, Emancipation Proclamation, border states, war strategies/goals, Sherman’s March to the Sea, war casualties, etc.
5. Information about the end of the Civil War (MUST use at least 2 of these)
· Lee’s surrender, Appomattox Court House, Grant’s terms, Lincoln’s assassination, changes because of the Civil War

2) Civil War Test (50 points)

Directions:  You’re the teacher!  Create a test that has at least 40 questions and an answer key.

Your questions must cover the following topics:
· Differences between the North and South
· Slavery
· Compromises and Conflicts leading to the Civil War
· Major People, Battles & Events of the Civil War
· The End of the Civil War
Your questions may be in any of these formats: multiple choice, fill in the blank, matching, or true/false.

Plagiarizing from quiz questions I have already given you or questions directly from the textbook will result in a zero for this project.
